Q) what do you think about our India? This is the time for elections so what are the
achievements still remaining to be achieved? -
Well India has changed a lot since independence in 1947. There’'s no question that the
British left us with a country that was deeply poor. 90% of the population lived below
the poverty line to stop the head unfortunately a life expectancy only 27. The literacy
rate was only 16% and particularly women was 8.8%. so everything was in a pretty bad
wshape. But the truth is that over the years we have made a lot of progress and | am
very proud that we have reached the stage where today we are considered not a poor
country better middle income country. And our economy as a whole is the fifth largest
in the world and it's the fifth largest in the world. In purchasing powerty terms it's
even the third largest so it's already a significant economy but there are still a lot of
inequalities a lot of poverty. a lot of unemployment and challenges facing the life of
ordinary Indians and to have a decent work decent healthcare, decent opportunities
dream a better future for their children. the kinds of issues that people are still facing.
In addition there is a very important issue of social arbitrage and that is that our
country is really fighting in election a battle for India’s soul and the battle is do we
want a India where Saraswati was your cast. your religion. your language which you
have a state you live in. you would have the same rights as every other Indian and live
in harmony and will full rights? What do you want in India where it's going to be the



slogan ol Hindi Hindustan? And that is the choice that faces our water today so
as we all know and that is the choice that faces our voters today

Q) Sir you are a very young author of stories and other contemporary topics in
English, your English style impresses us not only in writing but also in speeches
and even in ordinary conversations. What is the secret of this?

Nothing secret | just read a lot and | would urge you to do the same. The more
you read. the more widely you read, the more extensively you read. the more
words you will pick up. But you have to read with a lot of interest and then you
have to see. | never needed to look up English. | don’t read dictionaries very
much because if you come across the same word in three different books. in
three different contexts. in three different sentences, you would immediately
know what the word means and how it's used. Of course once in a while you
come across a word where you can't figure it out then you can look it up in the
dictionary. But the important thing is to have a wide reading because that's the
best way to improve your vocabulary.

Q) As you are the MP of the trivandrum and also the Chairman of the Standing
Committee On Chemical and Fertilizers. how do you manage all these positions?

Yeah, it's often a challenge. One doesn’t sleep enough, to be honest. because in
addition to all that. I'm also a writer and | try and write whenever | can.
Nowadays. it's mainly columns for newspapers rather than my own books. but
even that takes time and it takes time often late at night when all the political
work is over. That's when you find the time to do that. So | have to say that it
can be somewhat demanding. But fortunately, so far. I've found the energy to
keep going and doing all of this.

To my mind. political work is very important because it affects the lives of so
many people. And secondly, the writing is also important, partially because that's
who | am and partially because it can influence the thinking of a lot of people.
And those are both very important.

0) What do you want to say to our.future generations? .

So what | would say to all of you is that our future is in your hands. Our country
is already a majority young country. 15.1% of our population is under 25. So all of
you are the majority. And it's wrong that in India the old people are taking
decisions for the young. | want the young to be heard. | want your voices to be
heard. | want your opportunities to influence your own future and your own
faiths. For that. you all have to prepare yourselves better to take charge of your
own destiny. And you need to find the opportunity to do a lot of things that will
.make it possible. To me. what's important with all of this is that as far as you
guys are concerned. you have the opportunity of a good college education. With
that. you should be able to explore opportunities and careers that will give you
satisfaction and at the same time make a difference for our society. But you
must also remember those who are less fortunate.
who are not able to find an opportunity to have this kind of education and who
may not have the kind of doors opening for them in society that doors open for
you. So please do well for yourselves and for your families but also think about 25 4
those who are less fortunate than you and keep some part of your heart also %
available to the poor and unfortunate. That's my simple message Lo everyone.
